1.   Loosen and remove the stock exhaust clamp 
      beetween header and muffler connection.

      Note: The stock exhaust clamp will be re-used 
     with the Yoshimura exhaust system. Do 
     not damage during removal process. 

2.   While securely supporting the stock muffler 
      assembly, remove muffler mount bolt and 
      carefully remove the stock muffler. 

      Note: The stock exhaust gasket will be re-used 
     with the Yoshimura exhaust system. 
     Inspect and replace if necessary.

2.   Install Yoshimura muffler/tailpipe assembly over 
      the stock header outlet and align muffler bracket 
      to muffler mount. Secure using (No. 3) 
      M8X60FS, 8mm flat head screw, stock muffler 
      mount washer and (No. 4) 8MMNUT, 8mm 
      flange nut. Do not torque at this time.

      Note : The two stock muffler mount collars must 
      be re-used.

2      Note : Muffler mount installs between the muffler 
      bracket. 

3.   Re-install the stock exhaust clamp between 
      tailpipe inlet and header outlet. Torque to factory 
      specification. 

      Note: Verify that the Yoshimura tailpipe inlet and 
     stock header outlet is aligned properly in 
     order for the stock exhaust clamp to seat 
     properly. 

4.   Torque muffler mount bolt to 25 Nm 
      (2.5 kg-m, 19 ft-lb).

5.   Install (No. 5) RACE-SPX-1, small exhaust 
      springs between tailpipe and muffler using 
      ST-200, spring puller tool supplied in the kit.  

6.   Before starting vehicle, check for proper 
      clearance between new exhaust system and 
      rear suspension (i.e. tire, swingarm, brakes, rear 
      shock, and etc.) If any problem is found, please 
      carefully follow through the installation steps 
      again. If problem still persists, please call 
      Yoshimura Tech Department at (800) 634-9166 /

7.   It is recommended that the muffler and tailpipe 
      be wiped down with rubbing alcohol to remove 
      oil and fingerprints. This will help prevent 
      tarnishing of the finish after the exhaust is 
      heated up. 

      Note: After starting motorcycle, it is normal for 
     new exhaust system and muffler to emit 
     smoke until oil residue burns off. 

1.   Install (No. 1) 16190-436, tailpipe into (No. 2) 
      16190BD520-RMA, muffler.

      Note: Tailpipe orientation angles in, toward the 
           swingarm.

Care & Maintenance

Before starting vehicle, clean pipe thoroughly using 
a soft cloth and rubbing alcohol to remove any oil 
and finger prints. 

The color of the exhaust will change once the 
system has gone through a heat cycle of  15 
minutes or more. Color will vary depending on 
lean/rich conditions. 

Clean using a soft cloth and soap. Do not use 
abrasive materials as it will scratch the surface. 

Surface reconditioning services are available to 
remove scratches and undesirable discoloration 
due to extreme heat.
